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Development of Gifted and Talented Students by Enrichment Program for
Gifted and Talented Students
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ABSTRACT
The purposes of this research were to: 1) study results of the development for gifted and
talented students in the areas of assignments, thinking skills and gifted and talented students’
characteristics by enrichment program for gifted and talented students 2) study the factors

supporting the gifted and talented students to be successful and the barriers for providing learning
for the gifted and talented students. The population of this study comprised 110 students of
Kasetsart University Laboratory School, center for educational research and development the
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academic year 2012 who were selected by the Enrichment Program for gifted and talented students,
31 teachers of the Enrichment Program for gifted and talented students and 110 parents of students
who were selected by the Enrichment Program for gifted and talented students. The research
included were 1) a questionnaire 2) an assessment form for thinking skills 3) an assessment form for
gifted and talented students’ characteristics.

The overall findings indicated that 1) a learning model is an extra curriculum enrichment
program focusing on thinking skills and students’ project, and learning model for the 4" —g" grade,

students, the grade 7" - 9" students learning separate subjects, and the 10" - 11"

grade students
leaning by doing project work under supervision of advisers. 2) most of students’ projects are good to
excellent (96.4 %). The thinking skills of most students are good to excellent (86.4 %) and the
characteristics of gifted and talented students are good to very good for all characteristics. 3) the
factors supporting the gifted and talented students to be successful show that the students have the
characteristics of gifted and talented students, learming activities had strong performance, the
activities allowed the gifted and talented students to learn new knowledge and become fun and
relaxed. The school board must support and pay close attention to the management of the program.
The barriers show that the students have more individual differences, do not pay close attention to the
activities, and do not take part in the activities. Moreover, the students do not like the activities and

feel uncomfortable if the activities are difficult. The students are not interested in the activities if the

activities are too easy. Also, the period of program is too short to develop the students.
